INSTRUCTIONS for SAWHORSE RACK

The Hawsiian Sawhorse Rack is designed to carry ladders, aqua craft, lumber, or other items not

exceeding the strength of the lumber used for the spanner or 300 Ibs, whichever is LESS.

INVENTORY

The Sawhorse Rack has 5 main parts:
A. Legs (4 right and 4 left)

B. Bases (4)
C. Top Extensions (4)
D). Eye-Bolts (4)
E. L-shaped clamp (4)
Also included are: Plastic washers (4)

Metal washers (8)
E 3/16™ Carriage bolts (4}
5/16™ Nylon locknuts (4)
Ang! Wood screws (24)
S Various Plastic Caps (16)

NOTE THAT SCREWS AND SMALL PARTS MAY BE FASTENED TO OTHER PARTS.

ASSEMBLY

After inventorying parts and before installing the sawhorse rack, it is necessary to assemble a few of the
parts. REFER TO THE BELOW PICTURES AS YOU ASSEMBLE AND INSTALL THIS RACK.

Attach the Legs to the Bases. Note that there are right-side and left-side Legs. They are
mirror images of each other. Pick up a right-side Leg and a left-side Leg and hold them
vertically with the drilled plates facing each other and the bottom of the Legs flaring cutward
away from each other. You will want to depress the snap buttons at the bottom of each Leg
and insert the Legs into the square holes until the buttons snap out inside the Base, but first
you must orient the Base in relation to the Legs. Note that the plates attached to the top of
each of the Legs project farther on one side than the other. Orient the Legs so that when they
are inserted into the Bases, the LONG end of each plate is on the same side of the base as
the short circular tube.  If you insert the legs incorrectly, remove the plastic end-caps to
access the snap buttons and try again.

Select lumber. Select either a 2x 4 or 2x 6 piece of lumber for the spanner of your rack,
Using a 2 x 4 will make the top of the rack about 26-1/2" above the top of your bedrail. Using
a 2x 6 will make it two inches taller, Measure the width of your truck bed, where you intend to
place the rack. Measure from the inside lip of the bedrail on one side to the inside lip on the
other side. Caution: Many pickup beds are narrower across the rear of the bed than across
the front, so a separate measurement should be taken for the each spanner. After measuring
the width of the bed, select a piece of lumber that is at least 4 inches longer than the interior
width of your bed.
